


Careers—Tucker
Students will:
· Use the COIN Career Database in NC Wise Owl to select a career to investigate by taking a career assessment.  
· Research the chosen career using the COIN Database, print and web resources.  
· Create a Prezi with which students will present their research to the rest of the class.
Materials Needed:
· Computers with Internet access
· Access to Prezi
Time Needed: 3 days in the media center
Prior to coming to the media center, teacher will introduce the project to the students and give them a copy of the assignment sheet (see attached).
Day 1: Students will be introduced to the COIN Database in NC Wise Owl.  Students will take the online evaluation in the database.  Once they are done, they will have at least one career to begin research on.  Students will use the Occupational Outlook Handbook (http://www.bls.gov/oco/) and print resources to find additional information on their topic.
Day 2: Students will continue their research.  At the midpoint of the block, students will be introduced to Prezi (http://prezi.com).  Media Specialist will lead instruction on how to use Prezi to create a multi-media presentation.
Day 3: Students will complete their Prezi and be ready to present in class at a future date decided on by the teacher.
Assessment:  Teacher will assess the projects based on the rubric she creates for this project.  
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For this project, you are going to find a good career based on your personality, research the career and present what you find to the class.  
Your first step is to complete a Career Assessment: 
· Go to the Media Center Home Page
· Click on NC Wise Owl
· Click on High School Zone
· Click on the Careers Button
· Click on Exploration Center
· Click on Assesment
· Click on Career Cluster Assessment Survey
Once you complete a career assessment, you will research the career using the COIN Database in NC Wiseowl, books and the Occupational Outlook Handbook (http://www.bls.gov/oco/).  You will need to address the following in your research: 
Job Title—What is the title of the career you have chosen?
Education—How much and what kind of education is needed to for you to be able to be successful in this job? Do you need extra schooling or training?  Do you need to have technical skills?  Do you need to have a four year degree, a two year degree or job skills training?  Where can you go to get this training?
Career Outlook—According to your research, will the amount of the types of job you want to do grow?  What is the outlook for this career?  Are there related jobs that may be better for you or more available?
Salary—What is the salary range for this career?  What is the lowest amount of money you will make?  The most?  
Job Duties—What are some of the things you will be doing in this job?  Do you need to be physically strong?  What type of person does well in this job?  How many hours will you work a week?  Will you work in an office? Shop? Outdoors?
Prezi: 
You will create a Prezi (http://prezi.com) on the career that you’ve chosen.   In it you will include: 
· The information you researched listed above.  
· At least three pictures 
· At least one video clip that is related to your career.  
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
